ROOSEVELT SOIL & WATER CONSERVATION DISTRICT
2026 Manure/Compost Cost Share Guidelines

Eligible Applicants: Any person addressing a natural resource problem who owns land within the Roosevelt  Soil & Water Conservation District boundaries is eligible. 

FUNDS AVAILABILITY – Funds are available to landowners or long-term leaseholders, county land, with permission and clearance from respective agency. Landowners must provide proof of management of the land.

Funding will be made to those on a first-come-first-serve basis with a completed application, until all funds are allocated. 

A written agreement with the landowner/operator is required, stating that the cost-share project must be properly maintained for its intended purpose.  If the terms of the agreement are not met, the applicant agrees to refund all cost-share money obtained from the Roosevelt SWCD back to the district.  

Eligible Practices Include: Manure application or compost purchase and application.

Categories for applications: 
Irrigated and Non-Irrigated Cropland

Payments will be made on the following basis: 
1. Landowner must complete cost share application identifying resource concerns, specific practices needed, and detailed conservation impacts.  Proposed practices will be reviewed for conservation needs and estimated costs.
2. Practices must meet Roosevelt SWCD and/or NRCS specifications. 
3. The Roosevelt Soil & Water Conservation District and NRCS staff will provide technical assistance. 
4. A map showing farm number, tract number, field number, and acreage showing a specific design and estimated total cost will be provided by the applicant for approval. 
5.  A W-9 must be submitted to the District.
6.  A soil test performed within the last 6 months must be provided. 
7. PROJECT CANNOT BEGIN UNTIL WRITTEN ACCEPTANCE IS RECEIVED  IN WRITING FROM THE DISTRICT. ALL INVOICES MUST BE DATED July 15, 2025 – Sept. 1, 2026 after project approval. ANY INVOICES DATED BEFORE WILL NOT BE REIMBURSED. 
8. Reimbursable project implementation can begin after the District and the applicant sign the Project Agreement. 
9. Landowner must submit original receipts for reimbursement. 
8. Reimbursement will not be made for the purchase of tools. 
9. Landowner allows RSWCD to use and publish photos and data from the project.
10. When the practice is 100% complete, district staff and/or contractors will inspect the practice for approval for payment. 
11. Payment will be provided to landowner within 30 days of inspection. 
12. Spot checks of the practice will be performed to ensure compliance by Roosevelt SWCD.




COST-SHARE PAYMENTS WILL BE MADE ON THE FOLLOWING BASIS:

If additional information is needed by the technician, applicant must supply information within 10 days of notification.  If information is not supplied, application will be considered incomplete and will not be considered for approval.

ROOSEVELT SWCD WILL PAY 100% OF THE ACTUAL COST NOT TO EXCEED $6,500, with a maximum of $40 per acre for manure applications and $58.50 for compost applications, per project.  No freight costs included.
